Forest Grove High School is asking for satisfactory graduation waiver for Andrew Stewart.
Forest Grove High School was granted a successful waiver Andrew last year for a transfer without change of joint residence and academics for our district committee. 
Andrew came from a broken home last August with only 2.5 credits and moved in with the Kohanes family.  The Kohanes have cared for Andrew on and off for him most of his life, spending most summers with the family and at least one weekend a month under their care.  Andrew transferred to three different high schools during his freshman year and was accused of sexual abuse by a step-sister.  Prior to spring break last year his family lost their home and was living out of a motor home and considered homeless.  The Kohanes took him in last August and gained guardianship.
The turn around was slow.  Andrew struggled during first semester last year at Forest Grove High School.  He was diagnosed as ADHD as well, and after struggling with proper medication he is well on his way to be back on track to graduate.
Andrew passed 8 classes last semester, recovering one of his classes on line.  This summer he passed two more courses and is now only .5 credits from being back on track.  His improvement has been outstanding and his commitment to improving unmatched.  This young man is not a great athlete, but he needs athletics to mature and be socially as well as academically successful.

Forest Grove will monitor his academic progress and will continue to do som all year.  We think it is important for him to participate and believe allowing Andrew to participate in co-curricular activities will be a benefit to his success now and later in life.
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
