In Regards to Jessica Bowers:
Jessica will be a Senior at Sheridan this year.  She comes from a home that has been fractured for a couple of years now.  You can see in her transcript when the separation occurred during her sophomore year.  She lives with her father and has very little contact with her mother.  Her father works until late and gets home late therefore she has had very little supervision after school.  Before her Junior year she only passed 3 classes her last trimester, which made her ineligible for fall sports.  
She accepted her penalty for not performing in the classroom but lost her focus during the year.  At the end of last year she failed 2 classes her last trimester.  She attended summer school and made up 2 classes to put her back on track to graduate.  The problem is that she was instructed by the director of the Summer school to make up an Algebra class instead of her Geometry class.  The geometry class would have made her eligible this fall.  
I think Jessica has done well with handling her home life situation and it would help her if she were involved again in athletics.  She made the decision to go to summer school but was given the wrong class to make up to be eligible.  We are asking you to grant her eligibility for the fall season.
