Forest Grove High School is asking to waive the eligibility rules regarding transfer for Jeremy J. Finen.  

Jeremy has transferred to Forest Grove High School over the summer, however he transferred without a move with his mother.  This summer, Jeremy’s plan was to attend Bay High School in Florida and graduate from his local high school.  But his mother recently got out of a bad relationship and it caused a financial burden on the family.   Jeremy’s mother essentially lost everything, her home and her car during the failed relationship.  His mother believed that her only choice was to send Jeremy to live with the Walker family who had recently moved from Florida over the summer to Forest Grove.  Jeremy had lived with the Walkers before during difficult times and they had provided him with a stable home.  
Jeremy’s mothers plan is to move to Forest Grove when she gets back on her feet.  She did not want to transfer her son mid-year during his senior year.

This was a financial and emotional decision that will allow Jeremy to attend Forest Grove High School for the entire year and live with a family that can provide shelter and a nurturing environment. 

After talking with Jeremy, his mother, and the Walker family we feel this transfer was necessary to help provide Jeremy with a stable environment to finish his high school education. Jeremy has great grades and is within 3 credits of graduating from Forest Grove High School.  We feel it is important for Jeremy to be involved in our athletic and activities programs.
We are requesting Jeremy be granted eligibility at this time so he can participate in a fall sport and get to know our student body.
Forest Grove High School will monitor his academic progress and will continue to do so all year. We think it is important for him to participate and believe allowing Jeremy to participate in extracurricular activities will be a benefit to him socially and academically at Forest Grove High School.
