Due to his limited English skills, he wasn’t able to make up credits from his 9th grade year because our credit recovery system doesn’t match Noorullah’s language needs.  Noorullah did, however earn a half credit through our summer SUN school program in an effort to complete additional credits.  Noorullah has done everything within his power to complete credits from his missing 9th grade year transcripts and continues to be a fantastic student here at CHS.  Provided he continues to earn good grades, Noorullah will be back on track and eligible according to OSAA rules by the end of first semester of this school year.
