   my name is Sheila Sheley. I am Josh Trevino- Sheley's mother. I'm writing you this letter to give you some information on the position of my son, Joshua. 
   In the school year of 2014 Josh was diagnosed with Hodgkin lymphoma and had to undergo chemotherapy for six months. This would make him sick and not able to attend school at this time. The doctor and Sam Barlow felt it would be in the best interest for Josh to continue his studies through home schooling. I talked to Josh's school counselor and we made out a plan for Josh. In this plan Josh would be dropped down to four classes due to his illness and what his tutor was able to teach him. Due to Josh only passing four classes he was put on a probation period last year for football. Now the school has conducted me to let me know that at this time Josh only has 17.0 credits and needs to have 17.5 credits to play football this year. It is important to Josh and our family that we keep him on track to graduate with his class. Josh and I have talked about it over with his counselor and Mr. Stauffer, the football director. For us to keep Josh on track for graduation he will have to pick up three additional online classes. We have got him signed up for those classes and plan to keep an eye on him to make sure he's on the right path for graduation.
