Forest Grove High School is asking for academic hardship waiver for Ezykio Fabela.  

At the end of last semester Ezykio was diagnosed with fecalith appendicitis and missed multiple days of school days at the end of the semester. Because of this he was enrolled in summer school to recover and finish up many of his classes from second semester.
During the summer his step-father was charged with stealing thousands of dollars during his tenure as the Forest Grove Little League President, and he has recently pleaded guilty to the charges.  In the middle of summer school he was in a serious auto accident and has just been recently cleared to begin practicing.  Shortly after his accident his biological father committed suicide.
Ezykio was told at the beginning of the summer that I would not hardship him until he completed at least two courses online.  However multiple hardships happened over the summer that has led me to write the hardship now.  He is still working on recovering credits online and is currently 30% complete in his Algebra course.  He is still on track to graduate and has 17.5 credits.
Forest Grove High School will monitor his academic progress and will continue to do so all year. We think it is important for him to participate and believe allowing Ezykio to participate in extracurricular activities will be a benefit to him socially and academically at Forest Grove High School.
