My name is Steve DeFoyd and my purpose in writing this letter to you on behalf of my son Bailey is so you will consider allowing him to play football this year with his team, The Mountain View Cougars. I realize that he fell short of the credits needed in order for him to be academically eligible under the rules of the OSAA but I’m hoping you’ll reconsider and make an exception. 

First, let me describe my son to you. He’s a passionate, caring and a very capable young man whose love for sports started at a young age. In the 3rd grade he was placed on an IEP (Individualized Education Program) and has remained on it since. His freshman year was very hard for him. Adjusting to the new world of high school and everything that comes along with it proved to be a challenge. 

Please don’t get me wrong, I’m not making an excuse for him falling short of the credits he needs. But I know that through the process of this summer, he has learned a valuable lesson regarding his school work. He has mentioned to me several times that he now realizes what he needs to do and that everyone involved with him at MVHS only has his academic success in mind.   

By the end of the year he realized that he was in trouble academically. Through the help of his case worker Mr. Andy, his counselor and Mr Hood he decided to enroll in the on-line Credit Recovery Program through the Bend-Lapine School dist. He spent a lot of his summer trying to make up the 1 credit that he was short. Unfortunately, the on-line Credit Recovery Program doesn’t offer any classes that met his IEP. So, he made the decision to try and pass the regular grade level Biology course. 

It was very difficult for him and he spent many hours each day on his school work and he was successful in passing one semester which gave him another ½ credit bringing him to a total of 4 credits. He is willing to follow the advice of his case worker Mr. Andy in order to make up the ½ credit that he’s short. 



What I know about Bailey from observing his behavior and commitment this summer is: 
1. He realizes that it was his decisions that put him in this position.
2. He sees now and is very grateful for the support of all his teachers, coaches and all the staff at MVHS.
3. He now knows what he must do this coming year in order to succeed in his school work.

It’s with a grateful heart that I say thank you for taking the time to read this letter on the behalf of a father who wants to see his son succeed not only in athletics but more importantly academically. 

Please consider allowing Bailey to join his team this year and I know he will make the effort not to be back in this place again.
