My name is Cliff Brooks and I am Devin’s grandfather and I am very concerned and frustrated over recent events regarding Devin’s eligibility to play varsity football for Lake Oswego High School this year.  Linda Erwert (Devin’s grandmother), John Wolfe (Devin’s personal counselor), and myself met with Cindy Schubert and Michele Tyra during the first week of May this year to discuss Devin’s academic credits to date, diploma status and options, attendance at Clackamas Community College (and taking approved online courses recommended by Michele) during the summer for high school credit recovery, fall term course schedule for the 2015-2016 senior school year, and the requirements (16 academic credits approved by OSAA) needed to be eligible to participate in the varsity football program.
 
At this meeting Michele and Cindy determined and reiterated to us that the best outcome for Devin was to achieve a State high school diploma through Clackamas Community College because he was missing the required foreign language requirement needed to receive a diploma through Lake Oswego High School.  The total number of credits needed to stay on track to accomplish this and to be eligible for fall sports was 16.  Both Linda and I inquired about this several times so that we would understand what was required and expected of Devin and what course work he would need to accomplish by the end of this summer.  With that said, Linda and I have spent a fair amount of money, time (including time off work), and travel to make this a reality for Devin in order for him to succeed in accomplishing these goals.  At no point in time were we contacted by anyone from the school that any changes to his academic curriculum were necessary or that the agreed upon plan needed to be altered.  If we had been made aware of any changes or additional requirements needed by the school district or OSAA we would have made the necessary adjustments to Devin’s summer course schedule to achieve them.  As you may or may not know enrollment in college courses can only be made or altered during a specific time frame and adding or changing online courses, which Devin was also taking while enrolled at CCC, can be very expensive as well.  Devin has worked very hard to obtain passing grades for every course that he was required to complete and on top of that he made a valiant effort to attend all of the football practices whether they were mandatory or not.
 
As you can see Devin has put forth a great amount of effort working towards achieving a high school diploma but also to play varsity football for Lake Oswego this year.  In my opinion he has given his all to do his best and that is all that Linda and I or anyone can expect of him.  He really loves football and it means the world to him especially to play his last year as a senior at Lake Oswego.  I know Devin has put himself in this predicament and he alone has to deal with the consequences of his past decisions and academic performance but everyone makes mistakes and we can only hope that we learn from them and not repeat them in the future.
 
I know and appreciate all the work and support that Cindy, Tyra, Steve, and you have given Devin through the years and we will always be grateful and I know Devin does too and probably will not know the true magnitude until later in his life but I know he does appreciate everything that everyone has done for him.  I know that there are some paperwork/certificates that need to be given to you to prove credit completion and we will get those to you as soon as we receive them.  If Cindy or Michele needs copies we can send them as well.
