This letter is in regards to Jordan Kentta and his athletic eligibility under OSAA academic requirements.  Jordan is currently a senior here at Monroe High School and has been enrolled here since his freshman year.  Jordan currently has 15.5 credits and is just below the number of credits needed to be considered eligible under OSAA rule.

Jordan currently lives with his grandparents who have served as his legal guardians for the past seven years.  Previous to living in Monroe, Jordan lived on the coast with his mother and attended several different schools.  Jordan and his mother are currently estranged and their relationship is tenuous at best.  Jordan does not have contact with his father.  While appreciative of his grandparents and the sacrifices they have made for both him and his younger brother, Jordan recently expressed a great deal in internal angst and frustration with his parental situation and the hardships it has caused all involved.  Jordan is an intelligent young man who has dealt with a great deal of adversity and unevenness in his life.  He decided this summer that he would like to finish his high school by getting involved in activities and would like to participate in football this fall (which he has never been a part of in the past). 

I am very confident that participating in football will be a great start for Jordan as he enters his senior year.  While he is behind at the moment, we have put together a graduation plan for Jordan which includes credit recovery courses.  His graduation is important to him (and to us) and I believe he is ready to make a strong commitment to finishing school on time.  Jordan has not historically participated in school activities and this is a great chance for him to become part of a positive peer group and to have a sense of purpose and accountability.  I have been around many students who have had similar home situations as Jordan and have been impressed with his resiliency and general respect for others. Jordan’s academic progress will be closely monitored (weekly) throughout the school year.
Jordan has been practicing with the football team for the past two weeks and has met all of our expectations up to this point.  This is great opportunity for him and I believe that this experience will not only help him to be more focused and accountable for his success in the classroom but will also serve as an excellent springboard into his future as he becomes more confident and builds positive relationships with his peers and the adults around him.
