Last fall, during a varsity soccer game, Carlos was struck in the head with a soccer ball at very close range.  He was knocked unconscious and went into convulsions.  He was transported and had the most serious concussion to date of any athlete during my tenure.  

He missed multiple weeks of school and struggled to make it a full day for several weeks during the end of first semester and into second semester.   Attached is the 504 plan he was put on due to the concussion.   Academics were not the priority.  It is remarkable how far he has come and that he has the opportunity to play for us this season.
Carlos was cleared yesterday to be able to compete his senior season.  He has worked extremely hard both mentally and physically to get himself in a position to be able to compete his senior year.

Forest Grove High School will monitor his academic progress and will continue to do so all year. We think it is important for him to participate and believe allowing Carlos to participate in extracurricular activities will be a benefit to him mentally, socially and academically at Forest Grove High School.
