For the past two years, the school district has moved Cheyenne from a normal high school setting, to alternative education and back, as a plan was created to help her successfully graduate on time. Cheyenne’s family structure was in constant flux and was creating obstacles for her to be successful.

Newberg High School requires 26 credits to graduate.  Newberg also awards a graduation diploma, “Oregon Diploma” for those students who meet the state requirement of 24 credits.
