And another reason I have no credit is because when we decided to come to the United States again was all suddenly and when I went to school where I was studying to bring proofs of the subjects that I had passed, there was no one at school everyone was on vacation.

Finally, for me to play for the school team at Hood River Valley High School would be a privilege; the team would be like my second family. I can make good friends there and then again if I can play for the team and play a good tournament perhaps I might be seen by a college and I can get offered a scholarship to play in college and have a career. If I got the opportunity to play for a soccer club they can see me and invite me for as try out, I can excel in life and be somebody. That would make my parents very happy. They have always sought the best for me and they think that soccer and school is the best for me. I hope I get the opportunity to play for the school team.
