Bethany McQuown is a homeless student attending North Medford High School. She transferred to North Medford on November 13, 2014. Because she has not attended North Medford for either a full calendar or full school year, and is not living with her parents, she is not eligible per OSAA.
Bethany is on track to graduate per OSAA standards, has passed the required number of classes the previous two quarters, and is currently enrolled in the required number of classes per OSAA. She was not recruited, contacted, induced, nor did she participate on any teams with North Medford coaches or athletes prior to her coming to North Medford in November of 2014.

From talking to her caretakers at Hearts with a Mission Homeless Youth Shelter, we have been made aware that Bethany’s previous home situation was severely abusive, to the point that most likely Bethany will never live with her parents again.
Given the severity of her hardships well beyond her control, we believe Bethany should be able to participate in OSAA activities. She is interested in making connections and having a healthy outlet by running cross country this year, as a junior, which would be the first time she has participated in a high school sport.
