Dear Oregon School Activities Association Administrator:
[bookmark: _GoBack]I am writing this letter to document the events which led Christian Hoff, a Norwegian exchange student, to be registered at North Salem High School as a student instead of McKay High School, Salem.  I am Nancy Taylor, his host parent, and live in the McKay High School enrollment area for Salem-Keizer SD.  Christian was accepted as a USA exchange student on 3/26/15 and awaited a host family.  He has celiac disease, a gluten intolerance condition, which I share.  This condition made him less appealing to host families and no one except me accepted him.   I was approached in late June by an acquaintance with Cultural Homestay International who knew I shared the same food allergy.  He was approved to live at my home on July 5.  
Christian was refused enrollment at two high schools prior to becoming enrolled at North Salem High School.  Following is the timeline Cultural Homestay International, CHI, took to get him registered in a high school:
	July 8:  McKay High School registrar Elsa Cibrian (new to this positon) said she did not know what to do with the paper work and would get back to CHI.  Multiple contacts with the school were not returned or successful.   Around July 20th the registrar said McKay High School was not accepting any foreign students because the school population exceeded the enrollment size for the building.  He was refused enrollment by the school within my residential area.  
	July 26:  McNary High School registrar received the application for enrollment.  McNary High School in Keizer replied they had filled their quota of exchange students and would not accept Christian Hoff.
	August 10:  North Salem High School approved and began the process of enrolling Christian Hoff.

Christian is a senior at North Salem and has been practicing with the junior varsity soccer team.  When he was told that OSAA rules prohibited him from the soccer games he replied, “Why?  I am not that great of a player.”  He may not be that great player but he is a boy who loves soccer and loves the friendships he is making with this team at North Salem High School.
