Football has given Calvin a family where he had none, and provided him with life skills and services that he will use for a lifetime.

Calvin will graduate from Roosevelt with an IEP diploma, and it may take him more than four years, but as a member of the Roosevelt Football team, Calvin has become part of something that is extremely positive and influential for him that will carry weight for the rest of his life.
