McKay Football Eligibility

To Whom It May Concern,

I'm writing this letter on behalf of my son, llam Coronado. llam was in a car accident on April 27, 2015,
which was T-boned on the driver’s side, where llam was sitting. According to the Salem Hospital ER
medical records, he sustained a left shoulder injury, with soft tissue swelling and bruising. He was
advised by the ER physician to where an arm sling to limit movement of his shoulder, for approximately
two weeks. llam was experiencing moderate shoulder pain the first week post the accident and his pain
was managed with Ibuprofen. On May 15, 2015, he was seen for a follow up appointment by his primary
care physician, Dr. Altschul, at Kaiser Permanente. During the assessment, Dr. Altschul noticed that
llam’s shoulder was limited in its range of motion, hence, an MRI was scheduled.

Initially, llam was excused from school for one week, by the hospital physician. However, when he was
supposed to return to school, llam was not consistent with his attendance, and did not keep up with his
grades, homework or home responsibilities. After speaking with llam, he reported feeling discouraged,
unhappy, irritable, and unmotivated. As a trained mental health therapist, | felt that llam was exhibiting
symptoms of depression. | assumed that his shoulder injury was causing him grief. When | asked him
about his low mood, he stated he was thinking about worst case scenarios, primarily, his inability to ever
play college football. Although his thought process was very concrete, he also demonstrated age
appropriate fears, considering he was advised to refrain from engaging in any physical activity until after
the MRI cleared him, medically.

On June 8, llam went in for his MRI. On June 12, | received a phone call from the radiologist, who
informed me that the MRI came back clear, with minor soft tissue inflammation that would resolve on
its own. llam was recommended to begin physical therapy. Since the accident, llam has made a full
recovery. llam has since attended summer school for credit recovery. He passed his 3 classes and was
able to attain his credits for the failed courses the previous semester.

| have seen a positive change in llam’s attitude and level of responsibility this summer. He seems future
oriented and has a strong desire to raise his grades, commit to improving his studying habits, and willing
to see a tutor, if needed. His overall goal is to increase his chances to get into college. | hope that my son
is given this opportunity to demonstrate that he can be a student athlete and play football for Mckay
High School, this year.
