I'm going to meet with my school counselor and talk about my classes and
stay focused with graduation requirements and college acceptance. I am committed to
using the travel card system so I can be held accountable and focus on my studies. My
ultimate goal is to play college football. I want to hold myself at a high standard and I
need to prove to myself that I have what it takes, off and on the field, to be successful.
My teachers say that I have potential, or that I'm not working at my full potential, and
with help from my parents, teachers, counselor and team mates, I know that I can make a
comeback.

Whoever is reading this, please consider approving my hardship. Your approval means
that one more barrier has been lifted. I accept that I’'m the person responsible to follow
through with my obligations and that I was not doing this. This car accident was one of
the scariest experiences of my life.
