Hi Ryan,

Can you please submit a hardship request to OSAA to allow for Kimi to take less than 5 classes 2nd semester and continue to be eligible for Winter/Spring sports.  She is on an IEP with a “specific learning disability” with a modified diploma.  

Below is some language from her IEP that will help.

Due to Kimi's visual perception and slow working memory difficulties, she needs specially designed instruction in order to progress in the general education curriculum.

The team acknowledged Kimi has a documented history of inability to maintain grade level achievement due to anxiety issues causing significant learning and instructional barriers. The team reviewed Kimi's inability to meet the full set of academic content standards, even with reasonable accommodations, but fulfills all requirements for the modified diploma as describe in state, district, and school policies. The team determined Kimi will earn a modified diploma.

My words ---- It is in Kimi’s best interest for both her mental and emotional well being to reduce her class load for the last semester of her senior year.  She will use the additional free time to prepare herself for post-high school transition that will include enrolling in a community college and searching for employment.  She will also use this time to complete her essential skill requirements if she has not yet completed them by the end of the first semester.
