After careful consideration, we are filing this Eligibility Request on behalf of Melissa Minjares. Melissa is currently a Senior at Parkrose High School. We are appealing for Melissa because we believe that the circumstances around the situation warrants an appeal. 

Melissa Minjares struggled mightily in school during her Freshman and Sophomore years. I remember dealing with her during this time, and she had very little motivation to be a student and work to pass classes. It was in the middle of her Sophomore year, during an IEP meeting, that the decision was made to put Melissa on a modified diploma. This has allowed her to complete work at her level and has given her a renewed focus in school. The change was immediate, as you can see from her transcript. Instead of failing most of her classes, she began passing them, only failing one during the Spring of her Sophomore year.
During her Junior year, Melissa passed all of her classes, plus added extra credits from taking the SLIP test (which gives English as a Second Language students credits for reading, speaking, and writing in their own language). On the modified diploma, Melissa needs to earn 24 credits for graduation, instead of the 26 credits that Parkrose High School requires with a traditional diploma. She currently has 16.5, meaning she needs to earn 7.5 credits this year to graduate. I have complete faith that she will continue passing all of her classes, earning 7 credits in regular classes. She will need to take .5 credits in Night School, and according to her attached graduation plan, she will do that immediately after the Soccer season.
