Currently he is a student being served with
Special Education Services. Two years ago Dylan and his family removed him from public education to pursue
other education alternatives which ended up not being very effective for Dylan. Last year, Dylan came back to
Lowell and in re-evaluating his IEP status, it was determined that Dylan should be placed on an “Extended
Diploma” track. The special education team reviewed this decision with a special education representative from the
Oregon Department of Education. That representative was supportive in our decision to place Dylan on an
Extended Diploma track.

Since returning to the Lowell School District and being placed on a special diploma track, Dylan has attended school
on a regular basis and has worked successfully in the graduation program we have placed him in. He gets along
with his teachers and peers and successfully makes academic progress under the direction of his teachers and our
educational assistants. He has a good attitude and looks forward to his opportunity to earn an extended diploma at
Lowell. He plans to attend LCC or other trade school when he graduates.

Under the extended diploma track, Dylan is on track to graduate by the end of this school year. Based on his work
last year and at the beginning of this year, we believe he is fully capable of graduating with his 12™ grade cohort.

Dylan’s life has changed for the better during the last few months. He has a stable home and is connecting with
positive role models. We at LHS are committed to helping Dylan complete his goals and would like to see him
eligible for sports in order to continue to be influenced by positive adults and peers.
