To Parent/Guardian:

The staff at Clackamas High School is genuinely concerned about the academic progress of your student/athlete.  We are confident that as a team we can help to improve your student/athletes academic performance.  The North Clackamas School District Board of Directors has implemented more stringent eligibility rules for student/athletes.  These requirements are in addition to standards implemented by the Oregon School Activity Association (OSAA).  The OSAA requires that students pass a minimum of 5 classes and are making satisfactory progress toward graduation, to be eligible.  In addition, North Clackamas School District requires a 2.0 grade point average, with no grade of an “F” on the report card.  Students/athletes who do not meet the additional District requirements may become eligible to participate by:  

· Transferring:  credits from an accredited summer or night school institution in order to correct a grade deficit;
· Appealing his/her ineligibility status by completing an Activity Eligibility Appeal Request with the building Principal; or,
· Spending one semester on academic probation (“plan of assistance”) in lieu of losing eligibility.  Academic probation lasts through the athletic/activities season during the semester of participation.  (NOTE:  students who have fallen below a 2.0 GPA may not exceed one semester on academic probation).  Students will be expected to participate in a 90-minute tutorial with the understanding that they will work to bring their grades up to the North Clackamas School District standards.  If your student is not enrolled in a tutorial period, you and your student need to make arrangements with the Athletic Director to plan an appropriate option.  This report is due every Wednesday by 3 p.m. in the athletic office.  If the student fails to turn in the signed tutorial report they could be suspended for one game/meet/match.

NOTICE:  Your son/daughter has not met the District eligibility requirements in the following way:
