This additional information is in reference to the first letter I wrote on Dylan’s behalf. I understand that you need a detailed credit recovery plan in order to process the hardship appeal. 

1. Dylan needs 10 credits to graduate.

2. Dylan is currently enrolled in 8 classes both semesters of this year. 

3. In addition to those 8 classes, he plans to earn .50 credit each semester for Work Experience. He is now finalizing his job plans and will fill out Work Experience paperwork once a job is secured. He needs to work at least 150 hours total per semester to earn the credit. 
4. Dylan needs 1.00 additional credit - .50 World History and .50 Elective

Last weekend, Dylan registered for a World History class through the Brigham Young University Independent Study Program. As soon as he finishes his coursework, he will order the final exam. Once the final exam is completed and returned to BYU, they will send a final grade. We anticipate he will finish that course in December 2015. In addition to the World History course, Dylan will be signing up for an Automotive Basics class for .50 Elective credit. He will register for the course this evening. We also anticipate he will complete coursework for the class in December 2015. 

As soon as we receive final grades from BYU, I will notify our Athletic Director, Vicki Nelms, and we will add the classes and credits to his transcript.
