To Whom It May Concern,
Please accept this letter as explanation of why my son, Nahshon Tirado, is transferring mid-year from De La Salle North Catholic High School (DLSNC) to Roosevelt High School (RHS). Nahshon comes from a background of public schools that were non-religion based. Going into his 1st year (2014-2015) of high school he was hesitant to attend DLSNC because he was unfamiliar with a private school atmosphere as well as a religion based school. I encouraged him to at least try it out for one year before we considered enrolling him into our neighborhood high school, RHS. He had to go through many hurdles his freshman year that included rigorous rules and academics. Attendance was a key issue for him and he ended up having to appeal credit for one class at the end of the year due to exceeding the attendance policy. Furthermore, our family does not identify with Catholicism so this was a struggle for him.
Just before his sophomore year (2015-2016) started, we were going to transfer to RHS. However, we thought it may be good to continue with DLSNC. Unfortunately, he struggled from the beginning. The atmosphere was hindering his growth. We had numerous meetings with the Dean and teachers. We saw his grades declining so we started to explore the option of transferring out of DLSNC. By the end of the 1st grading period his grades had declined rapidly and he was in danger of losing credit in some classes. Collectively, we all decided that DLSNC no longer fit his needs and transferring him out would probably be the best chance for him to recover the remainder of his sophomore year. It was an opportune time since the grading period had just ended. For this reason, we are choosing to transfer him to our neighborhood school, RHS.
