At this time she is not meeting minimum academic progress due to her starting the year with less than 10 credits.

Shareya has recently returned to Madras High school is currently under supervision of the Department of Human Services.  She was here as a freshman and was academically successful at that time.  

Since that time Shareya’s life has had many changes.  Please refer to the letters provided from the DHS, grandparents, and Shareya for more details on what has transpired in her life over the last couple of years.
