I don’t plan on stopping there either. My goal is to get the remaining credits that I need and graduate on time with the rest of my class and I am right on tract to do that, then to enroll at UCC. 
       I had not really ever had to struggle or worry or really work for anything it seemed before mom and I moved. The last three years moved me out of that comfort zone. We went through times with no money, very little food, lived in a one bedroom apartment and moved four times. Softball became my safe haven. I started putting teams together so that I could play spring and summer during the last few years.  Mom  did a lot of it at first but each time left more up to me .I have done all the  work for this season. I am very excited about the group of girls that we have. My mom sponsored uniforms a couple seasons ago and I have to say we look good. This has led me to realize the dream I have for my self and the motivation to continue to college. To be able to get the education need to become a softball coach and educator. When in collage I may tryout for the team but the goal now is on the education. 

    I ask that you allow me to be a part of the YHS softball team and I will maintain the standards required to be eligible for the season. I appreciate your consideration,
