Re: Cal Seneker’s Baseball Eligibility at Lakeridge High School

To Whom It May Concern,

We are writing to request a limited waiver of the OSAA Mid-Year Transfers rule (Rule 8.6.6) so that our son, Cal Seneker, may participate in the baseball program at Lakeridge High School this spring and summer.

Cal is a high school junior who transferred to Lakeridge last month for the beginning of the spring semester. Before that, he attended Oregon Episcopal School, a private school in Portland. Lakeridge is the public school of our joint residence, and the decision to have Cal transfer from OES to Lakeridge was prompted by social, academic, and financial reasons, and without consideration of any athletic or other OSAA activity.

We understand that because Cal is a mid-year transfer he is ineligible to participate in all OSAA activities at Lakeridge until the beginning of the 2016-2017 school year pursuant to OSAA 8.6.3(f)(2) and 8.6.6. We request that his ineligibility be waived only with respect to Lakeridge’s baseball program for this spring and summer. Lakeridge has been Cal’s school of representation for baseball since March 2014, when Cal established his eligibility to participate in Lakeridge’s baseball program under the OSAA School Representation rule due to the fact that OES does not offer a baseball program (Rule 8.5.1(b)).  Cal has participated in Lakeridge’s baseball program since that time. Now that Cal is a student at Lakeridge, he is simply asking that he be allowed to continue to have the opportunity to play for the team that he has played on for his entire high school baseball career. We believe it would impose an undue hardship on Cal to deny him the opportunity to play for the school team he has been on for the past two years based solely on the fact that he has now become a student at that school.
