Despite many diagnosed medical conditions, including post-concussive syndrome, Alev has maintained a 4.0 G.P.A. through her years in high school.  Last semester, Alev experienced increased headaches, dizziness, difficulty concentrating, slow speed of processing, and fatigue.  She has a 504 plan that allows for extra time to complete assignments.  As a result, she has several incomplete grades left over from the first semester of her senior year.
