There were fourteen youth there in total. At the program, once you get to a certain point in your treatment you are eligible to go to public school. I only went to Tigard High School for the end of my Sophomore year and the beginning of my Junior year.
Due to my probation restrictions I am not living in Willamina with my mom. Instead I am staying with my grandma here in Sheridan.
I have not played sports at all throughout high school. Since I am actually allowed to now I would really love to be able to play baseball my Junior and Senior years.
