My name is Kiya Wilder-Cox.  In the beginning of the 2015-16 school year, I attended Chiloquin Jr/Sr High School where I played volleyball and basketball.  I also had plans to do track.  Halfway through the basketball season, I transferred from Chiloquin to Klamath Union.  I am asking that I be able to compete in track.
My reason for transferring to KU is that in a basketball game against Rogue Valley Adventist Academy, a teammate of mine told my mother to “Shut up”.  I confronted her about it.  Two days later, on a Thursday, I was pulled from fifth period class into a meeting with the vice principal.  The teammate that I had confronted reported that I threatened her, shoulder checked her and another girl, and cussed at my coaches.  He said that several parents had complained about me.  He did not ask if I had a part in this, but rather just accused me.   Being upset that this was going on, I told the vice principal that if he wanted to talk to me, he would need to call my mom, and proceeded to walk out.  
Thirty minutes later, during lunch time, I was still upset.  I was brought in by the principal and vice principal and yelled at.  I was suspended for the rest of the day for walking out on the vice principal.  They continued to yell at me about how I have a terrible attitude, am a troubled youth, and shouldn’t be allowed to play sports.  In that moment, I was furious and didn’t care about my actions.  I told the principal “Fuck you”.  I regret my actions, but it was done.  I was suspended for two days and two games.  My mother and I went through each accusation.  We asked teammates and coaches if they had seen me shoulder check anyone.  We also obtained a video of the game to see if I had done what I was accused of.  I asked both of our coaches if I had swore at them.  Both answered no and actually complimented me.  
On Monday, during seventh period, I was with my sister.  We were given a “No contact order” with the teammate that complained against me.  I was removed from the basketball team and unable to compete in any other sports.  I did not return to school after that day.  On Wednesday, I registered at Klamath Union High School.  The reason that I transferred was that when I was suspended and threatened to be expelled, it put a mark against me on an otherwise clean record.  I am in three advanced classes, have a 4.0 GPA, and received a 1210 on the SATS during my first attempt.  I  have never been in trouble.  I do not “go out,” but rather stay home doing homework or read.  
I have a dream to go to the Universtity of Washington, but this “mark” is going to work against me in getting accepted to college.  Therefore, I chose to transfer.
