Evan had been attending an online school for his freshman year as it was decided this would be the best way to approach his high school studies. Allowing him time to study at his own pace and offer flexibility in his schedule to accommodate for his blossoming motorcycle racing career. In February, during his second semester, he was in a motorcycle accident during a race leaving him with a severe concussion that required him to limit his stimulation and activity for several months. Being his third (and most severe) head trauma, recovery is technically still in progress. This accident set Evan back in numerous ways. He loved to race and was improving in skill and status within the race community. Since this accident, a little over two years ago, he has not been on a motorcycle causing a lot of emotional duress. The downtime from his recovery also set him back with school, causing him to become very overwhelmed and stressed out trying to complete his course work in the time allotted. He ended the online school year with a mixed bag of grades and credits.
	Feeling isolated and frustrated with how the year in online school had gone, it was decided that he would start his second year of high school back in public school where he might find the attention and support he needed to succeed. However, he wanted to attend Reynolds High School where he knew his former classmates would be. However, we lived in the Gresham High School district. In order to accommodate this for him, ‘Educational Guardianship’ was signed over to his grandparents who lived in the Reynolds School district. He also moved in with his grandparents so that he would be able to ride the bus. Unfortunately, Evan did not receive all the attention and encouragement needed to succeed in this situation and the school year did not go well for Evan from a scholastic standpoint.
	We wanted to unify the family again and live somewhere with a good school that has all the necessary resources for Evan to accomplish graduating from high school. This is how we came to move to Sandy. Evan has really started to turn things around for himself here at Sandy High School, passing his classes and now taking on a new interest to pursue. We are very pleased with Evan taking the initiative to get involved by joining the golf team. We feel it is very important for Evan to remain on the team as it provides him with a new sense of purpose and motivation to succeed in the classroom, not to mention the positive feelings gained by being a part of a team. He has a new energy that we have not seen in the past couple of years as Evan has struggled to gain ground in life after having such a traumatic and life changing accident. He knows he has a lot of credits to make up in a relatively short amount of time, but he is committed to following through and making the most of his time at Sandy High School.
