We moved to Oregon so our entire family could benefit and be happy. Our entire family had to sacrifice in one way or another. My son was unable to make the adjustment and has taken this very hard.  Leaving his girlfriend was primarily the reason for his anger and hurt. This became such a problem we as parents had to talk with a therapist to try to cope with our son's behavior and the effect it took affected our entire family. Before we moved we found a place in Eugene close to the same area we had lived in 2013. My son attended Sheldon as a Freshman in 2013.The apartment we found told us it was in the North Eugene High boundaries. 4J district office told us 4J allows students to go to any 4J school. We were also told that S. Eugene &Sheldon High were full. I contacted Coach Nicholson and said my son was coming to his school. My son wasn't happy about that he wanted to go to Sheldon. He also felt he had let the Sheldon kids down because we moved to North Carolina in 2014.

A few days before we left Utah we were told our apartment was actually in the Sheldon area but it was full. We were told we had to fill out a transfer form to come to North Eugene even though Sheldon was full. Our son's first day at N. Eugene was Dec 10, 2015. On December 15,2015 one of my son's friends told him he could attend Sheldon if he lived in the boundaries.
Kids who lived outside the boundaries couldn't attend Sheldon because it was full. On Dec 17 I withdrew my son from N. Eugene and Dec 18 I enrolled my son at Sheldon.


Just after the New Year I contacted Coach Nicholson to say we were very sorry but my son's happiness was more  important to me. He was going to go to Sheldon. It was obvious Coach Nicholson was disappointed. He said my son's eligibility might be an issue. He said I should talk with the Athletic Director at Sheldon. On Jan 8,2016 I met with the Athletic Director at Sheldon signed a transfer paper and wrote a statement explaining why my son attended N. Eugene for six days and transferred to Sheldon. At no point did we intentionally try to deceive or hurt anyone especially Coach Nicholson. My son feels bad about that but wants to be around the kids he knew in 2013. We hope our son can adjust and succeed in his high school years at Sheldon.

We want what is best for Geoffrey. We apologize for this misunderstanding.
