Sunset High School is submitting an academic hardship to you for Matt Brock and supports his request that he be granted eligibility for the spring 2016 season.   Matt ended up with a concussion from Football this past fall.  Thus, the attached letter from his dad and supporting documentation from Oregon Health & Science give some additional details.  

Due to the concussion Matt was not able to do the work in his classes like everyone else.   So given missed time and special accommodations he was only able to earn 1 /4 credits for each class rather than the normal ½ credit.
Thus, he earned only 1.75 credits for the first semester making him ineligible by OSAA rules.  The good news is Matt, after a lot therapy and tender care, has been cleared to return to competition and would like to compete for us in Track & Field.

While his battle with the head injury is not completely over he has improved and things are looking much better for him.  We, at Sunset, believe everything that has happened to him medically over the last five months supports a hardship being granted.
