I writing this on behalf of my daughter, Mary Barnett. Mary was an elite international fencer until she sustained a career ending injury and left the fencing world in 2014. She had attended online high school with Laurel Springs Academy, and then she switched to taking classes at PCC after getting burned out with online schooling. In Fall 2015, she started classes at Lakeridge. She had 4 AP classes and 2 other classes. Before she left Lakeridge, she had 4 As and 2Bs. One of the Bs was almost an A-.  Mary's GPA is a 4.0 unweighted.

Mary had difficulty dealing with the stress of AP classes and social life in high school. She had many sleepless nights and the stress consumed her. She became extremely anxious and depressed, and in December she required hospitalization because for severe depression. She missed the last week of school before Winter Break.

After watching Mary struggle with severe anxiety over Christmas break, we made the decision to pull her out of high school to give her time to recover from her stressed induced depression. She pulled out of Lakeridge on 1/4 and started classes at PCC on 1/5. She currently is taking Calculus 3 and Chemistry 221. She has As in both classes at the moment. She is registered to take Chemistry 222, Writing 122, and a History class spring quarter. In summer she will take Chemistry 223 and perhaps one more course.

Mary was diagnosed with ADD in January and started medication. This has helped Mary considerably in dealing with her schoolwork on a timely basis.
Mary would like to return to Lakeridge as a senior in the fall.

Participating in track has been a very positive experience for Mary and it has helped her have an outlet for her stress. It would be very beneficial for her to be able to continue the sport for this and social reasons.
