On behalf of Cole Staggs and his parents, we (the Lowell School District) are petitioning the OSAA to allow Cole to participate in the Lowell School District’s Athletic Program.

Cole has an anxiety disorder that makes being in the school setting nearly impossible. We first met Cole near the end of his 8th grade year.  He had spent most of his 8th grade year unable to attend any school due to a high level of anxiety that would cause him to break out in skin rashes.  He experienced limited success with us.  In the beginning of his 9th grade year, he attended sporadically while still under the care of physicians and counselors.  Near the end of his 9th grade year we placed Cole in an “on-line” program where he was able to earn 2.75 credits. 

In September of 2015 (the beginning of Cole’s 10th grade year), Cole enrolled back in our high school, where he was mostly enrolled in recovery and on-line classes. He was able to attend four days and then stopped attending. We dropped him after the ten day drop period. We were told by the family that he would be doing on-line homeschool classes.   We received notification in the winter of 2016 that Cole had indeed enrolled in a homeschool program of study.

Now it is baseball season and he wants to try and participate on the baseball team.  We are hoping that the committee will allow him to play due to his current homeschool situation and his medical difficulties. We are attaching the doctor’s notes indicated this hardship.  
Cole is an intelligent student and if he were able to maintain attendance in a school setting, he would have no problems passing classes.  We have confidence he will be able to complete his home school program.
Thank you for your consideration in this matter.  Athletics would provide Cole an opportunity to associate with good role models and provide opportunities to work through his anxieties that prevent him from being enrolled in a traditional public school setting.
